| met a soft spoken man who wears Hawaiian shirts to special events and plays golf regularly. He mans the Sign In
table at our monthly lunches with Jim Bickner. On the course, he is very even-keeled, ”Ah, what the heck.” That’s
as close to an expletive as you’ll ever hear. He is a modest man, cultured, and intelligent. | asked him, “Roy how
did you get to be such a nice guy?” He told me, "My parents.” This is where the story begins in a rough outline.
You’d have to ask Roy for some additional information.

Roy was born in Serbia, which was formerly Yugoslavia.( As you might remember, a young 18 year old Serbian
shot an Austrian Archduke and started a chain of events, which spiraled into WWI.) Roy’s Dad was a military
officer who had graduated from the Serbian equivalent of West Point and served in the King’s Army. During WW
Il, he was in a German POW camp. Roy’s Mom was the first woman to graduate from a Serbian University. She
was a Professor of Literature. Roy grew up in a country under German occupation for several years. Roy left Ser-
bia with his family and came to San Francisco in 1955. He was 13 years old.

Roy graduated from Lincoln High School before attending UC Berkeley. He met his wife Lisa at Berkeley and even-
tually transferred to San Francisco State in 1963. Upon graduation, he came to work for Tri Valley in Modesto. His
wife was both an editor and writer and worked for several area magazines and newspapers.

However, Viet Nam intervened. Roy wrote, “In 1966, | was commissioned as a 2" lieutenant in the Army and
after attending Psychological Operations School at Fort Gordon, Georgia, | was sent to Viet Nam. | served with
the 25" Infantry Division at Cu Chi where | had a Mobile Civil Affairs/Psych Ops platoon.” Roy was in Viet Nam
from 1967-68 during the Tet Offensive. When asked whether he ever wanted to make a career out of the army,
Roy responded. ”I was the only Junior Officer on the General Staff at Fort Bliss. | was encouraged to stay, but |
really wanted to get back home to my family and work.” Roy worked for Tri Valley for 30 years handling national

accounts and traveling all over the country.

He retired in 2000. He and his wife have traveled to Scandinavia, Ireland, Germany, England, Egypt, Jordan,
Greece, and Serbia. They have two children. Their daughter is a Biology Professor at University of Colorado,
whose daughter is a recent graduate of Oxford. Their son is an ex-military and commercial pilot who currently
works for the FAA.

Roy has been a member of Sirs for 12 years . His other interests include reading (John Grisham, Dan Brown, Ken
Follett), RV-ing on the central coast, golf, fishing and cooking. By all measures, he is a most interesting man.
